HUMANS HAVE A SENSE OF THEIR OWN EXISTENCE 
AND CONSCIOUSNESS, 

3.SPIRITUALITY: 
HUMANS ARE CAPABLE OF KNOWING AND RELATING 
TO GOD, WHICH IS UNIQUE TO THEM. 

4.CAPACITY FOR LOVE AND RELATIONSHIPS: 
HUMANS ARE CAPABLE OF LOVING EACH OTHER AND 
WITH GOD.
